HAZMAT ROAD AND RAIL CHECKLIST

1. Reference AE Reg 55-4

2. Check List for transportation of hazardous goods by European road or rail.

(  )    Have the goods been authorized for transport?

(  )    (rail only) Has the "RID" box been checked on the rail prescribed transport note?

(  )    Is each dangerous good properly identified on the transport document with a description of the packages, the quantity, UN number, proper shipping name, required label numbers, packing group (and for rail, the abbreviation "RID") been included?

(  )    In the event of an n.o.s. proper shipping name, has the chemical or technical designation of the goods also been stated?

(  )    In the event of tank containers, road tank vehicles, rail cars, large/small containers for the transport of bulk goods, has the number identifying the hazard and the substance been indicated?

(  )    In the event of uncleaned empty tank containers and road tank vehicles as well as empty rail cars, small/large containers in which bulk goods were transported, has the reference last substance transported been made and the number identifying the hazard and the substance been indicated? 

(  )    Have any additional remarks and appendices as necessary been included?

(  )    In the event of road vehicle transports, has the accident information sheet been provided (for rail, placed in the cab for destination use)?
3. Checking packages

(  )    Is the packaging type correct and properly closed? 

(  )    Have the UN numbers of all contents been inscribed on the package or overpack?

(  )    Has the package been provided with the necessary hazard labels and inscriptions?

(  )    If "limited quantity" provisions are used, has the UN number been inscribed in the prescribed white diamond?
4. Check of rail cars, containers, tank containers, and road vehicles

(  )    Have the rail cars, containers, tank containers and road tank vehicles been provided with the necessary diamond placards?
(  )    Have the road vehicles been provided with the orange rectangular warning plates front and rear?

(  )    Have the road vehicles and rail cars carrying material in bulk, road tank vehicles, tank containers, rail tank cars, and large/small containers transporting bulk material, been provided with prescribed numbered orange rectangular warning plates corresponding to the substances stated on the consignment note?

(  )    Are tank valves securely closed?

(  )    Does the load comply with the mixed loading rules?

(  )    Is the load secured?
