FIREWORKS SAFETY

1.  Approximately 10,000 people are treated in hospitals every year for injuries resulting from mishandled fireworks, over 3,000 of these usually are children.  Also, several fatalities occur each year from fireworks.

2.  Cities in Bell County prohibit the lighting of fireworks inside city limits.  Outside city limits in Bell County, fireworks may only be lit on private property with the permission of the property owner.  County, state, and federal government lands (i.e., parks) are off limits for fireworks.

3.  Never allow small children to play with or light fireworks.

4.  Read and follow all warnings and instructions.

5.  Always ensure that people are a safe distance from the fireworks being fired.

6.  Don’t relight fireworks that have not fully functioned.

7.  Keep a bucket of water or fire extinguisher handy in case of a malfunction or misfire.

8.  Light fireworks a safe distance away from buildings or combustible/flammable areas.  Remember, some fireworks are designed to fly a long distance.
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
